In the first reading God is the shepherd who seeks the losi,
weak, and injured and feeds them with justice. We gather this day to celebrate the reign of
Christ and his victory over death, yet we await the consummation of all things yet 1o come.
Acknowledging Christ as our merciful ruler, we go forth that his reign may be known in our
loving words and deeds.

Give us the wisdom to know what is right and the
strength to serve the world you have made, through Jesus Christ, our Savior and
Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.

First Reading Ezekiel 34:11-16, 20-24

Because Israel’s kings proved to be bad shepherds, Exekiel declaves that the LORD will assume
the role of shepherd in Israel. The LORD will also sel over them a shepherd-messiah, “my servant

David,” who will feed and care for the people.

Thus says the Lord Gon: I myself will
search for my sheep, and will seek them
out. ?As shepherds seek out their flocks
when they are among their scattered
sheep, so I will seek out my sheep. I
will rescue them from all the places to
which they have been scattered on a day
of clouds and thick darkness. *I will
bring them out from the peoples and
gather them from the countries, and
will bring them into their own land;
and I will feed them on the mountains
of Israel, by the watercourses, and in
all the inhabited parts of the land. ™I
will feed them with good pasture, and
the mountain heights of Israel shall be
their pasture; there they shall lie down
in good grazing land, and they shall
feed on rich pasture on the mountains
of Israel. *I myself will be the shep-
herd of my sheep, and I will make them
lie down, says the Lord Gob. "I will

seek the lost, and I will bring back the
strayed, and I will bind up the injured,
and I will strengthen the weak, but the

fat and the strong I will destroy. I will

feed them with justice.

DTherefore, thus says the Lord Gop
to them: I myself will judge between the
fat sheep and the lean sheep. *Because
you pushed with flank and shoulder,
and butted at all the weak animals with
your horns until you scattered them far

and wide, 21 will save my flock, and they -
shall no longer be ravaged; and I will

judge between sheep and sheep.

T will set up over them one shep-
herd, my servant David, and he shall
feed them: he shall feed them and be
their shepherd. **And I, the Lorn, will
be their God, and my servant David
shall be prince among them; I, the
Lorp, have spoken.

Thank you for saints now departed who
fed the hungry, clothed the naked, and
tended to the sick. Inspire us by their
example, that we may see your presence
in those in need around us. Hear us,
O God.
